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Introducing . .. God

The preacher George Whitfield, a contemporary of John Wesley, once asked a
fellow, "Sir, what do you believe?"

He answered, "I believe what my church believes."
Whitfield then asked, "And what does your church believe?"
"The same thing | believe," the man replied.

"And what do both of you believe?" Whitfield said.

"We both believe the same thing." was the man's response.

It's possible at times we can be like that man. We know we belong to the Church
of Ireland, but can't always articulate what it is we believe. We know what we
don't believe, but not always what the content of our faith actually is.

The Thirty-Nine Articles of Religion, found in the Prayer Book (or online!), provide
a handy summary of what we can expect to be taught from a Church of Ireland
pulpit. At the time of the Reformation our Church adopted the Thirty-Nine Articles
as a concise and systematic statement of the teaching of Scripture. These Articles
begin by speaking of matters common (we hope!) to all Christians - our belief
about God, Father, Son and Holy Spirit. So who is God, according to the Church of
Ireland?

Article 1 introduces the one, true and living God, one is "everlasting, without body,
parts or passions". We must not think of each person of the Trinity as 33% of God
- no, each person is fully God, since God cannot be divided into parts. In Christ, by
the power of his Spirit, we encounter God in all his fulness. Since God does not
have a body, he cannot be divided into parts, nor can he be made to suffer. This is
what it means when it says that God is without passions - not that God doesn't care
for us, nor that he doesn't understand or sympathise with our pain and suffering -
but that no-one can bring pressure to bear on God or 'twist his arm' to force him
towards a particular course of action. God is not a cold or remote being, but he
cannot be deflected from his good purposes or pushed into a knee-jerk reaction. A
modern rendering of the Article'says at this point that God is "invulnerable".
